"New Year Brings New Concerns About Horsemen's Slot Revenue™

After three public meetings, the interim study committee examining gaming in Indiana will be hard-pressed to make
recommendations that both protect the state’s revenue stream and position gaming operations to survive and thrive. Nevertheless,
what they decide will be critical for Indiana horsemen and their investments in racing and breeding.

Legislators, appointed advisors and other members of the Gaming Study Committee have heard testimony from representatives of
Indiana riverboat casinos, economic experts, and local communities affected by rises and shortfalls in casino revenues. Indeed the
bulk of activity in the three hearings has been devoted to riverboat issues, including the effects of out-of-state competition, the
potential for moving one or two licenses currently held by Barden Gaming in Gary, and the possibility of land-based gaming
development.

The majority of any recommendations that will be forwarded to the General Assembly will deal with riverboat gaming issues. But
there has been enough testimony on racing and track casino issues to recognize that the current horseman share of slot revenues is
by no means secure.

Racing and track gaming issues bear close scrutiny
Indiana Downs and Hoosier Park testified that their financial survival depends on gaining some measure of legislative relief. But
they are approaching the issue in divergent ways — at least in their public stances.

Legislators heard testimony from Centaur, owners of Hoosier Park, asserting that the economic model set up for the horse track
casinos simply does not work, particularly in contrast to that set up for the riverboats. The $250 million license fee — still deemed
exorbitant in any other state instituting racino gaming — and the legislatively mandated payments contained in the slots at the track
law, combine to make the cost of doing business at the tracks nearly unworkable, Centaur insisted.

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They also heard Ross Mangano, from the Oliver Trust (majority owner of Indiana Downs) characterize the 15% of slots revenue
going to horsemen as a “horsemen’s tax.”

Such characterizations represent danger to horsemen, in that they dovetail with a residual feeling among some legislators that the
original 15% allotted to horsemen from track casino receipts is too much money.

After their presentation, and in advance of the legislative session, lobbyists from Indiana Downs are floating a proposal that they
say would save their owners $44,790,814 annually. They are proposing that horsemen’s revenue from slots be cut from 15% to
10%; that table games be allowed and taxed at no more than 25%; that they be absolved from paying gaming taxes on 19% of their
AGR (15% to horsemen, 3% to Madison and Shelby Counties, and 1% to French Lick); that they be allowed to recapture gaming
tax revenue they have already paid the state as a result of the 19% mandated payments; and that no gaming tax be paid on “free
play” expenditures.

In the first of the three hearings, legislators listened to and questioned leaders of Indiana horse racing and breeding associations,
who defended and explained the uses of horsemen revenue derived from slots. However, it was clear from the line of questioning
and legislator comments that all-too-many lawmakers do not understand the positive local and regional effects generated by
putting money in the hands of owners, trainers and breeders of Indiana horses involved in racing.

That lack of understanding, and the recognition that the track casinos are in an unfair competitive position could put horseman slot
funds in jeopardy. Legislators are sensitive to issues of competition, because of looming gaming expansion in neighboring states.

Competition from bordering states

Since the committee began meeting, they have recognized that neighboring states will be expanding their gaming operations,
further complicating deliberations. According to the Legislative Services Agency, Indiana could lose as much as $250 million in
overall annual revenue if Kentucky and Ohio add casinos and Michigan expands its gambling options. At least two of those three
scenarios have already been set in motion.

One Michigan Indian casino has already wreaked havoc with Indiana casino revenue in northwest Indiana — in particular, Blue
Chip, in Michigan City. Another just opened not far from the border; with a third online to open within 18 months.

In early November, Ohio voters approved a constitutional amendment enabling four land-based casinos. The new Ohio gambling
venues — one each in Cincinnati, Columbus, Cleveland and Toledo — could break ground in about a year and, barring major
problems, the four casinos could open in 2012.

Where to from here?
The fourth meeting of the Gaming Study Committee was set for December 8, at 10: A.M., to consider the final report and
legislative recommendations of the Committee.

The General Assembly is not bound by any recommendations developed by the interim study committee. In a short, election-year
session, they may very well choose not to provide relief to the state’s casinos until the longer 2011 budget session. But that
doesn’t mean that the horsemen’s share of slot revenues is safe.

Unless we can convince our elected representatives that this revenue is a sound investment, generating solid returns for the state,
they may decide they have a better use for it in these tight budgetary times. In other words, if horseman money goes away, it

won’t matter who gets the money or why. Let’s make sure that doesn’t happen.

Identify and contact your legislators. Make sure they know why horseman money matters — to you, to the local economy and to
the state.
