The State of Indiana has two licensing offices for your convenience. You may call our Hoosier Park
office at (765) 609 -4588 or our Indiana Downs office at (317) 713-3350.

Applications may be obtained from either licensing office. When applying for a license you may call
our office to have us fax or mail you an application for your convenience. However, you may need
to come in the office to finish out the licensing process. License fees vary.

All applicants must be printed in the State of Indiana every five (5) years. Using our fingerprint
card is suggested because it gives you an option of choosing more States for the FBI print
response to be sent to at no extra charge (hopefully cutting down on the number of times you
need to be printed); however, any card obtained may be used. If you would like us to mail you a
card, simply call one of the numbers above. The charge for fingerprint processing is $36.00, we
fingerprint for free at the licensing offices.

Indiana issues photo ID badges to applicants licensed. You will get a new picture when you are
licensed for the new race year. This allows you on the grounds and the paddock with your horse.
If you lose you badge it will be a $10.00 charge for a new one.

Most frequently asked questions

When do | need to be licensed?

You must be licensed before your horse races/qualifies or before the Licensing office closes for the day, if you are
racing in a late race.

When is the Licensing office open?

Hoosier Park licensing office will be open Tuesday i Friday 1pm- 5:30pm, Saturday 10am- 2pm, closed Sunday and
Monday.

To contact the licensing office you may call 765/609 -4588.

Indiana Downs  will be open Monday i Friday 9 ami 3 pm, closed Saturday and Sunday until April 6". Please call
for future office hours.
To contact the licensing office you may call 317/713-3350.

Can | get licensed at either Track ?
Yes. The licensing offices are the same agency, just in two different locations. So, you may go to either location for
licensure. Also, if you are licensed at one track you are okay to race at the other one for the same race year.

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Legislative Cliffhanger: To Be Continued

The final session day of the 2009 Indiana General Assembly came and went without a state budget for the next
years, so legislators will be calledck for a special session. As of the date of this publication, no schedule had be
announced. The only certainty is that the state needs a new budget by the end of the current fiscal year, June 3

Although this season of the legislature ended withtao b e conti nued, 6 there are
the Indiana horse racing and breeding industry.

One of the first observations that comes to mind i
General Assembly two wes ago or have forgotten the educational campaign that helped bring about slots at the
tracks. During the campaign to bring slots, this industry repeatedly emphasized its agribusiness value througho
state. Many legislators cited the economic dffietheir districts of the racing and breeding industry when they vote
for a gaming expansion they might not have otherwise supported.

This year, however, a proposed House amendment wo.L
level eqguvalent to that of the first 12 months of slot revenues. Ultimately, that would have meant a ceiling lowerg
as much as $25 million. That amendment failed by the slimmest of margiing647

We havendét heard t he |edtslhatough econany, aedady potropnioney is practicallyh e
irresistible to legislators charged with funding too many worthy causes with too little revenue.

Postregular session and before the special session, one can also deduce that this irekibittdarnvhen we are
united. Our two pasimutuel tracks bore a staggering burden after the 2007 General Assembly hit them with an
unprecedented licensing fee of $250 million each. Coupled with an economy in an unanticipated freefall, they
desperately rexled some kind of temporary relief from this legislative session.

Individually and together, at varying times during the session, the tracks floated remdameing concepts like slots
at specific OTBs, table games, an end to double taxation on fyeequipons, release from paying slot revenue
gaming taxes on their statutory obligations (15% to horsemen, 3% to local county governments, and 1% to Fren
Lick,) designation of special opportunity zoning, with state backing for refinancing their pigédtsno avail, so

far. That is not to say that some of the proposals will not bear fruit during the special session, with more time to
present them and build support.

The ideas never gained solid footing during the regular session, for a varietyarfsed\s always, some of those
reasons were unrelated to the tracks or this industry.

But the overriding lesson from this session, to date, is that all of us have to work together at every opportunity to
ensure public, regulatory and legislative undeditag and to bring home a winner for Indiana. Without that, we will
all lose
