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BARN AREA AND TRACK OPEN FOR UPCOMING STANDARDBRED SEASON  

AT HOOSIER PARK RACING AND CASINO 

 

Anderson, IND. (March 10, 2009) – Horses are back in training at Hoosier Park Racing and Casino to prepare for the 

upcoming Standardbred meet. The 16
th

 season gets underway Tuesday, March 24 for the 80-day race meet, and the first round of 

qualifiers is set for Tuesday, March 10.  

 

            The barn area officially opened to horsemen Saturday, March 7. The track was open for the first day of training Monday, 

March 9. More than 130 horses are already on the backstretch. All 840 available stalls have been allotted for the 2009 season. 

 

            The first round of qualifying races was held Tuesday, March 10. A total of 12 races were contested, with two races timed 

in 1:56.3. Apache’s Gold, driven by Ricky Macomber Jr., won the third race on the card while Robin I Scoot returned to last 

year’s form with the same time. Robin I Scoot, Indiana’s 2008 Pacer of the Year, was driven to victory by Bill Dailey. Trained by 

Dan Perdue, the I Scoot Hanover gelding, who is now four, earned nearly $200,000 last season. 

             

For horses that are just beginning their careers, the “Future Stars” series kicks off the first week of racing with trotters in 

action Wed., March 25 and horse and gelding pacers beginning Friday, March 27. Filly and mare pacers will be featured in the 

series beginning Saturday, March 28. Each series for inexperienced horses are for non winners of two races or $10,000 lifetime. 

The series will offer three $6,000 preliminary legs. The top 10 from each series will return for the $15,000-est. finals Friday, April 

17 and April 18 for pacers and Tues., April 28 for trotters. Nominations are due by Monday, March 16. 

 

The “Claim to Fame” series gets underway Tuesday, March 31 for $10,000 claimers. The series will offer three $8,000 

preliminary rounds followed by a $20,000-est. final. The second round of the series will be offered a month later to horses racing 

for a claiming price of $20,000, rolling through three $12,000 preliminary rounds followed by a $30,000-est. final. Nominations 

for the first round of the “Claim to Fame” series are due by Friday, March 20. 

 

Claiming horses in the lower ranks will have an opportunity to show off their talents in the “Survivor Series” geared 

toward $5,000 claimers. The series begins Thurs., April 16 with 40 spots in four races. Only 20 horses will come back for two 

races in round two Thurs., April 23. The $15,000 championship will be held Thurs., April 30 for the top 10 horses. 

 

All nominations 

and checks are due to Hoosier Park Racing and Casino to Standardbred Racing Secretary Gregg Keidel’s attention.  

 

Racing will be conducted Tuesday through Saturday during the Standardbred meet. Live racing will begin at 4:45 p.m. 

each day except Saturday, when racing begins at 12:45 p.m.  

 

The Homestretch Clubhouse will be available during live racing hours. The tiered restaurant overlooks the racetrack and 

each table is equipped with a television monitor. The Homestretch Clubhouse and the adjacent Prime Harvest Buffet have gained 

popularity during the past year. Due to the increased traffic at both locations, reservations will be required, especially on Fridays 

and Saturdays, and can be obtained by calling (765) 609-4527.  

 

Hoosier Park Racing & Casino in Anderson, Ind., is central Indiana’s premier entertainment destination, featuring 2,000 

electronic gaming devices; Standardbred, Thoroughbred and Quarter Horse racing; and wholecard simulcasting. Hoosier Park 

Racing & Casino is a wholly owned property of Centaur Gaming, which also owns and operates Fortune Valley Hotel and Casino 

in Central City, Colo., and is working to develop Valley View Downs in western Pennsylvania.

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Licensing Information: 

The State of Indiana has two licensing offices for your convenience. You may call our Hoosier Park 
office at (765) 609-4588 or our Indiana Downs office at (317) 713-3350.  

Applications may be obtained from either licensing office. When applying for a license you may call 
our office to have us fax or mail you an application for your convenience. However, you may need 
to come in the office to finish out the licensing process.  License fees vary.  

All applicants must be printed in the State of Indiana every five (5) years. Using our fingerprint 
card is suggested because it gives you an option of choosing more States for the FBI print 
response to be sent to at no extra charge (hopefully cutting down on the number of times you 
need to be printed); however, any card obtained may be used. If you would like us to mail you a 
card, simply call one of the numbers above. The charge for fingerprint processing is $36.00, we 
fingerprint for free at the licensing offices. 

Indiana issues photo ID badges to applicants licensed.  You will get a new picture when you are 
licensed for the new race year.  This allows you on the grounds and the paddock with your horse.   
If you lose you badge it will be a $10.00 charge for a new one. 

Most frequently asked questions 
 

When do I need to be licensed? 
You must be licensed before your horse races/qualifies or before the Licensing office closes for the day, if you are 
racing in a late race. 

 

When is the Licensing office open? 
Hoosier Park licensing office will be open Tuesday – Friday 1pm- 5:30pm, Saturday 10am- 2pm, closed Sunday and 

Monday.  
To contact the licensing office you may call 765/609-4588. 

 

Indiana Downs will be open Monday – Friday 9 am – 3 pm, closed Saturday and Sunday until April 6th.  Please call 
for future office hours. 

To contact the licensing office you may call 317/713-3350. 
 

Can I get licensed at either Track? 
Yes.  The licensing offices are the same agency, just in two different locations.  So, you may go to either location for 
licensure.  Also, if you are licensed at one track you are okay to race at the other one for the same race year.

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So Far, So Good – House Bill 1729 Would Help the Tracks without Hurting Horsemen 
 

Two years after slots enabling legislation passed the Indiana General Assembly, another 

horse racing bill is quietly making its way through the legislature.  House Bill 1729, a bill 

meant to help Indiana's struggling racetrack casinos stay in business, passed a divided 

House by a 58-39 vote, and is currently in the Senate under the sponsorship of Senators 

Tim Lanane, D-Anderson, and Luke Kenley, R-Noblesville. 

 

The bill, which temporarily lowers tax rates on the adjusted gross revenues generated at 

the track casinos, would relieve the tracks’ tax burden by a little more than a combined 

$17 million annually for four years. 

 

The 2007 slots law that authorized the tracks to install up to 2,000 electronic gaming 

machines required each track to pay $250 million in state licensing fees -- money each had 

to borrow -- and to invest at least $100 million in their facilities.  The licensing fee our 

tracks paid to gain the bill’s passage was five times greater than that charged in any other 

state, before or since. 

 

As it came out of the House, HB 1729 would provide limited relief to the tracks, and would 

leave horsemen’s monies alone.  How the bill fares in the Senate remains to be seen.  The 

possibilities range from no hearing, to stripping out the tax relief language and 

substituting something more to the liking of the Senate, to taxing the horsemen’s 15% of 

slots revenue, or to lowering the horsemen’s percentage altogether.   

 

In 2007, the very thing the Indiana horse racing industry needed to survive was extorted 

by the legislature at a price that now threatens our tracks’ survival.  We will have to be 

vigilant this session to make sure that the relief our tracks need does not come at a price 

that threatens the bright future of Indiana racing.   

 

If you have not already done so, learn the names of your state representative and senator.  

Be prepared to contact them when the ISA asks for your help.  That time is coming soon.

corporation, all members as well must be "Paid 2009 Members". The ISA offers 
a maximum of $2,000.00 per incident. Wheel coverage; $150.00 per wheel, per 
incident.
